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Policy Changes for 2010

The ICV ATV Club Board of Directors has decided to change
our policies regarding “Guest Rides” and “Rules for Active
Membership”. These changes are necessary to ensure that
all members and riders share in the costs and efforts required
to keep the club growing.

Guest Rides are intended to give prospective members an
opportunity to see our trails before joining the club. The new
rules allow 2 guest rides per year (which includes Open
Houses) and increases the cost from $10 to $15. The guest
must sign a waiver and pay the $15 PRIOR to going out on
the trails. As a member you can invite friends to ride as a
guest, but you must schedule with a designated Active
Member to meet you at the trail head and collect the waiver
and money prior to riding. Anyone caught riding without a
signed waiver will be asked to leave immediately and will not
be allowed to join the club. Any member riding with them will
have their membership terminated. This is not only a
financial concern but a liability issue as well. No one rides for
free and it is the responsibility of all members to police and
enforce this rule.

Active Membership is granted to those people who support
the club with exceptional effort toward club operation and
gives them a reduced annual membership cost. A point
system is used to measure this effort. The only change to the
point system is the elimination of points for attending
meetings. If you earn 10 points this year, you will receive
Active Status for next year.

New
gravel roads make it easier to get vehicles parked
on the sloped grass area.
