Open Houses set to begin  
Our club has set the following dates for Open Houses in 2010; May 
9th, June 6th, August 8th, and September 26th.  It is important for all 
members to understand why we have them.   
 
The primary reason is to invite non-members onto the Club 
grounds for a day of riding in hopes that they will see the trails, 
meet some of our members, and decide to join the club.  The 
second purpose is to raise funds to cover our expenses.  There will 
always be some people who do not want to join our club, but would 
like to ride here a couple times each year.  Our Open Houses have 
attracted anywhere from 50 to 150 riders in the past few years.  
This year we are charging $15 per person and that equates to a 
nice little sum. 
 
To further entice these non-members we offer a free lunch .  The 
club buys sauerkraut, hotdogs, buns, water, and juice.  Members 
bring covered dishes like; salads, deserts, or bags of chips.  We 
put out a donation jar at the end of the food table, and usually 
there is enough in it to cover the club's expenses for food.  We 
also give each guest a raffle ticket , for chances on door prizes 
that have been donated to the club by businesses and/or 
members.  The final thing we offer these guests is a friendly 
atmosphere , where they can share their interest in ATV riding.   
 
The success of these Open Houses rest squarely on you our 
members.  The more help we get from you, the better these days 
are.  As you can see, regardless of your age, ability, or free time; 
you can help.  If you can't make it that day, perhaps you can 
prepare a covered dish or get a business to donate a prize.  Maybe 
you can help set up tents and put out signs the day before.  If you 
can be there on the day, we need help parking cars, keeping the 
food table tidy, giving tours of the trails, or just sitting around 
chatting with these prospective members.  Thanks to those who 
have helped in the past. 

I would like to welcome everyone to the new year of 
riding at ICV ATV Club.  First I would like to list some 
goals for the year: 

·  To improve our parking area if money permits 
·  Clear trails of brush and green briers 
·  Add more trails if the help is available 
·  Increase membership 

To accomplish all of this the number 4 object has to 
occur, if every member brings in one new member we 
can double our membership. 
 
I would also like to explain what we are as a club : 
We are NOT an OHV park.  We are a club of  people 
who enjoy the outdoors and like to ride bikes, ATV’S 
and UTV’S and take trips to other riding areas.  We do 
not encourage day riding, but offer 'guest rides' to 
encourage non-members to join our organization.  Our 
goal is to have a legal safe place to ride and park 
without having to worry.

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Membership has its Privileges...and its 
Responsibilities  
Your membership in our club gives you a safe legal 
place to ride your ATV.  It also puts you in touch with 
others who enjoy our sport, so you can plan trips to 
other riding areas.  Our events include Open Houses, 
a club Picnic, parades, and an ATV Rodeo.  In order to 
keep this club operating and keep the land we are 
leasing, we all have to be responsible for everyone 
who rides here. 
 
It starts with your member tag.  Mount it on your 
handlebars or somewhere clearly visible.  Whenever 
you are riding and see someone on our grounds make 
sure they have a tag.  It is not right for anyone to be 
riding our club grounds for free and it is everyone's 
responsibility to check every rider.   
 
Next, you need to be a good neighbor to our 
landowners and especially their neighbors.  If you are 
near a house, slow down.  If you see someone, say hi.  
Stay on the marked trails.  A little good will goes a long 
way, but bad will goes even further. 
 

Hunting Restrictions  
As a club, we are very fortunate to have several 
landowners who have leased their property to us for ATV 
and bike riding.  As you can imagine some of these 
owners are outdoor enthusiasts as well.  The 
landowners have signed a lease that gives us riding 
privileges all year except hunting season.  For the 2 
weeks of antlered deer season and fall turkey season, 
there is no riding Monday through Saturday.   
For Spring turkey season, we cannot ride Monday 
through Saturday until after noon.  This is the entire 
month of May, which prime riding season.  Please 
respect the requests of our landowners and wait until 
afternoon every day or wait until Sunday to ride. 
 
Another Request 
Another request of one of our owners is their ability ride 
their horses on their property.  There is no exclusion for 
us, but we need to respect their right to be there and 
recognize that we need to stop, shut off our engine and 
give them a quiet right-of-way.
